EFFICIENCY VERMONT PRESENTATION – Tim Perrin
Tim Perrin of Efficiency Vermont gave a presentation to the Board on the Efficiency Vermont’s “Let It Shine” campaign to reduce Milton’s community-wide energy usage.  The campaign is intended to educate Milton residents about Compact Fluorescent Lamps (CFLs).  It was noted that the lamps use 75% less electricity than typical household bulbs and are available at some Milton stores for as little as 99 cents each.  Efficiency Vermont is hoping to encourage the installation of 35,000 CFLs in Milton, and is about half way to this goal.  

The Board discussed what steps should be taken to support this campaign.

Mr. Stout will discuss the matter further with the Superintendent and PTA.
