Movies

1. When sending a large file attachment like a movie to someone internally… please do NOT use email.  Put it on the L Drive and let them copy it from there.  Once copied they can delete it from the L Drive.

2. To send a very large file to someone outside the district use an Internet site like http://www.yousendit.com/

1. If sending them internally, use the L drive and then delete.

2. If you are taking pictures that you know you wish to send to someone via email, when possible set your camera to a low resolution to keep the file size low.

3. Use a file sharing service like Flickr
