Small, Portable, Inexpensive, Efficient
Are you thinking of buying a laptop computer?  You might want to think about a Netbook instead.  A Netbook is a new type of laptop computer, defined by size, price, horsepower, and operating system. 

Netbooks run either Windows XP Home edition or Linux. These are smaller laptops ranging typically from 8.9 to 10.1 inch screen… measured on the diagonal. 

There are several different vendors selling these.  The best known are Acer Aspire One, Dell, Asus’ Eee, Lenovo Ideapad, and HP Mini.  They typically range from just over $250 to $500+. 

One of the better rated ones is the Acer Aspire One.  One configuration has 1Gb of RAM, 160Gb hard drive, a slot for a card reader (for the card from your camera), a built in Web Cam, wireless b/g, and a 6 cell battery that lasts for 5  ½ hours. You can purchase this one for around $350+. They also come with 3 cell batteries which last about 2 hours and/or a smaller hard drive. I have seen these for under $300.  Typically you can purchase these in a variety of different colors. 

Although the keyboards are smaller than a standard one, people seem to adapt to them very quickly. Due to their size, they do not have a built in CD/DVD drive.
