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Tidbits


Tips on email,  Spam, SmartBoards, Wireless, Grants and more
Email
1. Once again a reminder regarding responding to emails.  If the email is sent to multiple people or a List of people and you wish to respond, please select “Respond to Sender” unless you really want to respond to all the people.  Inadvertently responding to all is like sending spam.
2. If you are sending email to a group or a List of people, while your cursor is in the heading area select Ctrl B. This opens up a BCC window (blind carbon copy).  Put yourself in the To; box and put the names of the people or List in the BCC box.  That way two things will happen… 1. People will not see who else has been sent the email, and 2. If they respond, they can only respond to the sender.

Spam
If you receive email you consider Spam, forward it to “mailfilter” (without the quotes).  BUT… before you do, PLEASE check the message (usually at the bottom) to see if you can “unsubscribe.”  That is a faster and more efficient way to stop getting those particular emails.  If you can’t “unsubscribe” forward to mailfilter.
SmartBoards & Mounting Projection Systems
