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Did you know you can access high quality video on almost any educational topic via UNITED STREAMING on the Internet?
Here is how you can try it out. 

· Go to www.unitedstreaming.com.

· If you are already registered enter your User Name and Password.  If not, enter your Passcode (below) to create a username and password. Each time you wish to use united streaming, enter your newly created username and password, rather than entering the passcode again

· Pass codes

· Middle/High School - E6D3-4344
· Elementary School -   337D-3AE8
· Search for video title(s) that you wish to view. The results of your search will be displayed in a list.

· Click on the blue, underlined title of the video you wish to view.

· The full video and the concept clips it is segmented into will appear.

· Select a media type: Windows Media Player™ (for PC) or QuickTime™ (for MAC).

 to download the video clip.

· If you need further instruction click on ‘HELP’ at the top of your screen. 

Streaming Video – the video is coming to you live over the Internet. When connections are busy it can slow down or pause to refill the buffer. Usually not a big deal.
Download – you can download the entire video in advance of its use.  That way you have it all on your computer and if the Internet connection is busy you will not be affected.  The down side of this is that it takes up space on your hard drive.  Generally this isn’t a problem unless you start accumulating lots of long videos.
