This month I will focus on Apple’s iTunes software and store.

Not everything at Apple’s iTunes store cost money.  There are many, many educational sound (podcasts) and video (vodcasts) files on many topics … and most are free.  
You don’t need an iPod or MP3 player (although they will work just fine). All you need is your computer. 

There is something for everyone there from early elementary to high school and beyond.  All students, including those who need additional help or those who need a further challenge, can often find excellent resources at this site.  Additionally, students aren’t limited to accessing these at school. They can download these at home and, if they wish, place them on their MP3 player and listen to or watch them at their leisure.
