What is a Wiki?


A Wiki is a web site that allows individuals and groups to work collaboratively on content using nothing but their standard browser (like Internet Explorer). Wikis are very easy to edit and they have the ability to keep track of the history of a document as it is revised.  Each time a person makes changes to a wiki page, that revision of the content becomes the current version, and an older version is stored. Since a Wiki is on-line it can be accessed from anywhere there is a computer and an Internet connection.  Wikis can be open to everyone or limited to only invited guests.  
A Famous Wiki


Probably the most famous Wiki of all is Wikipedia, an on-line encyclopedia created and monitored by Internet users.  It has been hailed as the best thing since the invention of the wheel and the worst thing since the Titanic disaster.

Wikis in Education


The Wiki is gaining momentum in education, as an ideal tool for the increasing amount of collaborative work done by both students and teachers. Students might use a wiki to collaborate on a group report, compile data or share the results of their research, while faculty might use the wiki to collaboratively author the structure and curriculum of a course.
